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Update on water project — https://overbrookks.com/water-distribution-project The construction phase of the
water project is reaching final completion. We recently started the new chlorination building which was the last
major hurdle in the construction phase. There is a significant amount of cleanup, grading, and grass seeding to
be completed. This process will be completed in the spring. Many of you have expressed concerns about this
part of the process and we have provided a compiled list of items that need to be addressed during the final
clean up phase to the contractor. We will be entering the 1-year warranty period of the project which will run
into the spring of 2024. If you have concerns, we encourage you to report these during this period, so the
contractor has an opportunity to address the issue. The new water system will serve the community for many
years to come providing clean safety drinking water for the growth of Overbrook. We would like to thank you all
for your patience during this project.
