* The call may show up on caller ID as “Lee County Sheriff’s Office”
* The caller will claim you missed jury duty.

» They will threaten to issue a warrant for your arrest if you don’t comply.
» They may demand personal information or payment to “avoid legal
action.”

Do NOT share any personal information
Law enforcement will never call to demand payment, threaten arrest, or
request sensitive information over the phone.

If you receive a suspicious call, hang up immediately and contact us to
report it.
