We had an issue with the Giroux St. regulator and a waver on County.
We shut down the 2”” on Giroux and rebuilt the 2 on County.

The County St. regulator had a blown rubber seat from possibly a pebble and a
small leaf in the screen. We turned the 2 back on and it leveled out.

The valves on the Giroux 2” broke and are not allowing us to rebuild the
regulator. We spent two days looking for a way to shut down the regulator with
out shutting down the main line. I called Greg Gardeman, and he recalled a
valve that was put in back when he worked here. We dug around and found the
valve, tried it, and it worked. We will be taking the first opportunity to shut
down the regulator to replace the guts of the valves, then we can rebuild the
regulator itself. The 4” is running on Giroux still.

All other regulators are doing well.

As you can see, I'm well over budget do too the unforeseen vehicle maintenance cost for Rescue 111 and Engine
112. I'm also over budget in the training line item as we had more personnel taking classes at Yavapai college
than anticipated. However, I should be under budget in the wages line item due to the leg time in between Jasper
Lanning and Kylie Streck employment. (Not by a lot). I will still need to purchase other items before the end of
the fiscal year and will be asking for some money to be moved into my budget from the contingency funds, as
there is always some unexpected cost that will come up.



Fire Chief’s Report

Our February call volume is down by 34 calls over last February 62 calls, totaling 28 calls this month. Our
year to date call volume is 58 compared with 100 calls YTD 2019. Our Fire Department personnel are
performing their tasks in a professional manner with no injuries occurring.

Jerome Fire was awarded a grant for our new battery powered extrication equipment, lift bags, and new
batteries. This is a huge improvement over our conventional hydraulic system and will improve our abilities
to extricate in hard to reach areas. We did receive some of our extrication equipment (the cutters and
Spreaders) and have been putting on extrication classes, for safe practices during extrication of a patient. We

In regard to the new HME-Ahrens Engine; the Department needs to do additional training on the driving and
operation of this new apparatus. This includes pump operation, training with different hose loads, and
defensive driving training. We also are still making modifications to the engine To make it easier for us to
deploy hose.

The Chamber of Commerce, Narcotics anonymous and the Probation Supervisors meetings were held at
Station 11 this month

Duty Officer Haney has been injured and will be out of service for at least 3 months. I have brought on Rick
Hernandez for the interim while Haney is out of service.

Adult Probation came up with crews on February 27th with a crew of 15.



Fire Chief’s Report

The Jerome Fire Department in conjunction with Life & Property Safety offered to business or
Jerome resident to have their fire extinguisher serviced. The service was offered at the Jerome Fire
Department on Wednesday, February 12th and Thursday February 13™ 2020 beginning at 8am until
5 pm. And There was free fire extinguisher training available, at the fire station on these dates.

The Fire Department has Magnetic Files of Life cards available at the fire station for those that are
caretaking residence or wish to have somebody else contact it in the event of an emergency. These
must be placed on the refrigerator so that we can easily find them with their information. If you are
not listed as an emergency contact on these cards the Fire Department cannot notify you in regard to
their condition. We handed some of these out during the Fire extinguisher event. If you have any
questions or need one of these Files of Life cards please contact us at 928-649-3034

Also, we have ordered 60 “Rescue Pet” stickers that are used to alert First Responders of pets in the
house. These stickers will be placed on the front door. This allows firefighters to know that we have
potential rescues inside the building. It will also let EMTs know what pets to deal with in the event
they need to be cared for or kept inside in the event that the house is left unattended. Please stop by
the Fire Station if you would like one of these stickers. We handed some of these out during the Fire
extinguisher event.

Prevention

We have had a total of 8 visits to the burn pile February with 15 loads of trimmings, slash and brush for a
total of 44 combined Jerome citizen hours. Adding to those totals are 20 hours of Firewise crew, and 60 hours
of Adult Probation Crew for a Grand Total of 124 hours combined. We have a part-time crew of 2 overseen
by the Chief. If you need assistance, and haven’t filled out a Firewise application, they can be obtained at the
Town Hall or the Fire Department.

The fire Department is currently looking for Firewise personnel, as our current crew has moved on too other
endeavors.

Council may approve the purchase and installation of windows in the upper floors of the Hotel Jerome, a
portion of which will be funded by a USDA Rural Development grant.

Mayor Barber provided background on former Councilmember Hunter Bachrach's work on this project.

Councilmember Worth said that she met with Mr, Bachrach and the window contractors. She feels
strongly that Council should go.forward with.this. It would get the project a step closer to qualifying for
grant funding and speed up the process of completion, plus it would be wise to seal the building before
the bats return, which would be a huge cost saving. Discussion ensued.

Vice Mayor Harvey asked aboutthe funds available, which Ms. Gallagher clarified. Vice Mayor Harvey is
also in support of the project and getting it done before more interior damage from weather or bats or
other elements occurs.

Ms. Worth was assured by the contractor that the windows could be installed from inside the building—no
scaffolding required. She went on to point out the supporting documentation from Mr. Bachrach and
other estimates in the agenda packet.

Debris will be removed by our Public Works crew over time.

Resident Nancy Robinson shared her experience with installing windows; yes, they can be installed from
the inside. She and Steve Knowlton chose Anderson over Pella because of Pella’s “terrible” customer
service. She advised checking on the company’s customer service history.

Councilmember Dillenberg asked if the project could still be approved without deciding on the chosen
confractor. Ms. Gallagher replied that it could not.

Discussion continued about warranties and clear agreements. Ms. Robinson shared more insight and
advice.

Councilmember Moore asked if anything could be done to rehome the bats.

Councilmember Worth addressed Ms. Moore's concern: NAU has a research program about bats. They
suggested working with local agricultural companies to “sponsor” bat houses in exchange for guano they
could use for fertilizer. This conversation is already happening. The northern side of the Hotel Jerome
would be an ideal location for the bat boxes.

Ms. Worth went on to say that Anderson didn’t even want to do the project. The representative from Pella
has been responsive and great to work with and is well versed in historic restorations. She has worked with
SHPO to make sure the window design was accurate. Ms. Worth feels the details are in the warranties.

Recommendation: First Reading Ordinance No. 460

Action: Discussion/Possible Action

Background and Summary: In November of 2018, affected property owners proposed an amendment
to the R-2 Zoning District. This amendment included both an amendment to the text as well as an
amendment to the zoning map. The proposed amendment was recommended for approval by Council
in the spring of 2019. During that time period, the Council decided to separate the text amendment from
the map amendment. The text amendment was subsequently approved by Council but the map
amendment was never completed. Staff is now completing the process to finalize the map amendment.

On November 26, 2019, a Neighborhood Meeting was held to gather comments on the proposed
rezone map amendment. On December 4, 2019, the Planning and Zoning Commission (the
Commission) initiated the proposed amendment and set a hearing date for discussion.

On February 12, 2020, the Planning and Zoning Commission held a public hearing and adopted
Resolution 2020-1 recommending approval of the revised zoning map.

Background and Summary: In November of 2018, affected property owners proposed an amendment
to the R-2 Zoning District. This amendment included both an amendment to the text as well as an
amendment to the zoning map. The proposed. amendment was recommended for approval by Council
in the spring of 2019. During that'time period, the Council decided to separate the text amendment from
the map amendment. The text amendment was subsequently approved by Council but the map
amendment was never completed. Staff is now completing the process to finalize the map amendment.

On November 26, 2019, a Neighborhood Meeting was held.to gather comments on the proposed
rezone map amendment. On December 4, 2019; the Planning and Zoning Commission (the
Commission) initiated the proposed amendment and set a‘hearing date for discussion.

The area proposed to be rezoned is shown'in Attachment A. This includes the original property owners
that have requested their properties be rezoned. Note that several other property owners also
expressed interest in being included. These are shown in Attachment B. The Commission has the
discretion to amend the boundaries as needed. Note'that.staff is recommending that the Commission
approve the boundaries shown in Attachment A.

Ordinance Compliance:

Section 301.A.Purpose: The Council may, from time to time as the public necessity, convenience,
general welfare, or good zoning practice requires, change the district boundaries or amend, change,
repeal or supplement the regulations herein established. Such change or amendment may be initiated
by the Council or the Commission on its own motion or by petition of one or more owners of real
property within the area proposed to be changed.

Response: Ordinance Amendments may be initiated by property owners, the Council, or the
Commission. The amendment was originally initiated by the affected property owners. This process
resulted in the creation of a new R-2 Zoning District (Section 506 of the Zoning Ordinance). The text is
included as Attachment C. Note that the primary difference between the R1-5 and the R-2 is the
allowance of one (1) two-family dwelling.

Section 301.C. Commission Action

1. Upon receipt of any complete application for, and prior to holding a public hearing on,
rezoning or ordinances that impose a new land use regulation or modify an existing
land use regulation, a Neighborhood Meeting shall be required in accordance with
Section 306 of this zoning ordinance. The Commission shall then fix a reasonable
time for the hearing of the proposed zone change, amendment, or addition and shall
give notice thereof to interested parties and to the public by publication of a notice in
the official newspaper of the Town, and by posting the area included in the proposed
change, not less than fifteen (15) days prior to the hearing.

Within thirty (30) days after the close of the
hearing, the Commission shall render its decision in the form of a written
recommendation to the Council. The recommendation shall include the reasons for
the recommendation.

2. Prior to publishing a petitioned Zoning Map change, the Commission may, on its own
motion, delimit or extend the boundaries of such area, so as to constitute a more
reasonable zone district boundary.

3. The Commission.may on its own motion propose any amendments to this ordinance
and map. After holding apublic-hearing as required by this section, the Commission
shall either:

a. Transmit such proposal to the Council which shall thereupon proceed as set forth
herein for any other amendmentor

b. Vote to quash the Commission initiated proposal

Response: Pursuant to Section 301.C.1, a Neighborhood/Meeting was held on November 26, 2019.
Posting was also done by direct mail, site posting,,and.in the newspaper. Note that this section also
states that the Commission shall render a decision within thirty (30) days after the close of the hearing.
This decision is a recommendation to Council. Section 301.C.2 states'that the Commission may delimit
(reduce) or extend the boundaries. Note that according to Section 310.C.3., the Commission either
transmits their recommendation to Council or votes to.“quash” the proposal.

Recommendation: Staff recommends that the Commission hear the proposed rezoning map
amendment, consider whether to delimit or expand the boundary, and recommend approval to Council
of the proposed amendment by approving Resolution 2020-1. Note that staff is recommending the
boundary included in Attachment A.

SECTION 506. “R-2” ZONE, SINGLE- AND TWO-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL

A. PURPOSE

This district is intended to fulfill the need for medium density residential development
regulations and property development standards are designed to allow maximum flexibility
and variety in residential development while prohibiting all incompatible activities. Land use
is composed chiefly of single- and two-family homes, together with required recreational,
religious, and educational facilities.

MAXIMUM BUILDING HEIGHT: No building shall exceed the height of twenty five
(25) feet as defined in_“building, height of.” On slopes over forty-five (45) percent there
will be a one (1) foot reduction in height for each additional five (5) percent of slope or
portion thereof/Notwithstanding these provisions, no face of any building shall exceed
thirty-five (35) feet above the low point of original grade as defined in “original grade”.

ITEM: 9B: CDBG SSP (State Special Project) Funding

MEETING DATE: March 10, 2020

All communities eligible to receive funding from the state CDBG program are eligible to apply for State Special
Projects. Applications submitted must propose activities that benefit low-income persons and areas, alleviate
slum and blight or address urgent need. In addition, All SSP applications must demonstrate that the project is
ready to proceed immediately (with all engineering and environmental reviews already completed at the time
of application) and that the entire project will be complete within no more than twenty-four (24) months from
the time of award. Unlike the guaranteed round of funding, SSP funding is competitive.

The Town held a public hearing on November 19, 2019 to propose potential projects for both rounds of funding.
A second public hearing was conducted on January 14, 2020, and a project was chosen for the guaranteed round
of funding: water line extensions, hydrants and related road improvements on Dundee, Deception Lane and Holly
Avenue. Selection of a project for the SSP funding round was tabled. For that reason, another public hearing was
required, which is scheduled for this meeting, after which a Resolution can be adopted to choose a project.

The remaining projects that can be considered at this time are:

1. Grading, leveling and drainage improvements to Gulch Road
2. Center Avenue improvements

3. Sewer treatment plant upgrades

4. General infrastructure improvements

The Town is income-qualified for projects that will benefit the entire town. Projects that would benefit only a
portion of the Town would require an income survey to determine the eligibility of that particular area. In
addition, environmental reviews must be accomplished prior to submitting the application. This work would
need to begin immediately in order to meet the June 17 deadline, so a project should be decided on at this
meeting.

PRESENTATION REGARDING WATER AND SEWER RATE STUDY

Dan Jackson of Willdan Financial Services will present the results of the study his firm conducted
regarding Jerome’s water and sewer rate structure, and answer questions from Council. The
Town Council may recess the public meeting and convene in Executive Session for the purpose
of discussion or consultation for legal advice with the Town Attorney and/or Town Water
Attorney, who may participate telephonically, regarding this item, pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-431.03
(A)(3).

Dan Jackson of Willdan Financial Services gave a Power Point presentation’ detailing four
possible rate scenarios and answered questions from Council and public.

6:25(23:20) Margie Hardie, a Jerome resident, asked Mr. Jackson a question about the
data presented.

6:27(25:34) Curtis Lindner, a Jerome resident, asked Mr. Jackson if it is legal for the Town to
confinue the same billing system as currently exists, noting that this has been questioned by
some. Mr. Jackson replied, “There is no reason, or no evidence, or no logic to call itillegal,”
adding that “there is no such thing as a perfect rate structure. ... Every rate structure is
going fo have inequities. ... The fact that it may not be equitable to everybody doesn't
make it illegal.” Mr. Lindner then asked about how the cost of water was determined and
Mr. Jackson explained that the cost involves primarily the cost of getting water to the
home and making it available.

Mr. Jackson confinued his review of the rate structures, noting that they are
recommending a premium of 20% for customers outside of Town limits. He also noted that
a volume-based rate structure would increase the burden on Town staff, and would
require that we make certain that our meters are accurate.

He recommended that, when we adopt a new rate structure, we adopt a full five-year
plan, but review it in two years. He stressed that rate plans are forecasts, not guarantees.

6:45(42:45) Curtis Lindner spoke about xeriscape landscaping.

6:47(44:25) Margie Hardie spoke about the environmental impact that a volume-based
rate may have, saying “you can kiss a lot of our landscaping goodbye.”

Mr. Jackson acknowledged this and added, “You can keep the status quo. There is
nothing preventing you from doing that.” Vice Mayor Harvey asked for confirmation that
there is nothing illegal about our current rate structure. “Nothing illegal,” Mr. Jackson
replied, adding, “You can quote me on that.” He added that there is a reasonable
argument about whether it is equitable.

He continued his review of the proposed rate structures and acknowledged that Jerome is
a “very unique community.”

6:58 (56:02) Councilmember Dillenberg spoke of concern for those who use water to grow
food, support landscaping, efc. and said that a plan that supports that would be best.

6:59(56:50) Margie Hardie asked for clarification on some of the data presented. She noted
that she uses a lot of water during summer months for watering plants and asked if there is
a sfructure that would reduce the per-gallon cost of water as usage increases. Mr. Jackson
that such a rate structure used to be predominant in the industry, but the industry has
moved away from that because it does not encourage conservation. In addition, lenders
such as WIFA (Water Infrastructure Finance Authority) do not like that type of structure, and

it would make it difficult fo obfain funding if needed. Most cities have done the exact
opposite, charging more per gallon for higher usage.

7:03 (1:00:10) Ms. Gallagher asked if any fowns have implemented something to address
the fact that those who do a lot of watering are not sending that water to the sewer plant,
and should not then be paying sewer charges for that use. Mr. Jackson replied that some
cifies implement a cap on gallons charged for residential sewer usage. He added that this
may result in a need to increase the volumetric sewer rate.

Mr. Jackson said “You're at a real crossroads right now. You're talking about a
fundamental change in the way you charge for service. Now is the time to be considering
these different options.” He noted that, if the goal of our community is to keep it green,
then the rate structure options which include higher volumetric rates for higher usage
would not be the best choice, and added that Jerome is very unique in that “conservation
is not an active goal.”

7:07 (1:04:25) Councilmember Moore spoke of the reliance on snowpack for our water
supply and pointed out that, at certain fimes, we do find it necessary to implement water
conservation measures, and it is hard to predict when that will happen. During those fimes,
residents are asked to conserve water so that businesses can continue to operate. Mr.
Jackson said that a volume-based rate would solve part of that problem.

7:11 (1:08:35) Mr. Jackson spoke of the statutory process for changing our rates and again
recommended that we adopt a five-year plan. He stressed that filing the initial Notice of
Intent does not obligate the town to increase rates.

7:14(1:11:02) Margie Hardie asked why we are considering changing our rate schedule.
Councilmember Dillenberg said that we want to cover our costs.

7:15 (1:12:15) Mayor Barber asked Ms. Gallagher if she had any new information regarding
Sedona'’s rate change discussions. Ms. Gallagher replied that she has not heard back from
Sedona’s manager. The Mayor noted that Sedona did have a rate study done (by Willdan)
but may not have put anything in place yet, orissued a Notice of Intent. She said that she
feels Council needs more fime fo digest this information before proceeding. The timing was
discussed, and Mr. Jackson suggested that we do not initiate a change during the summer
months, as usage is higher then.

7:18(1:15:00) Rosa Cays noted that we will need to consider that not every resident or
business has its own meter.

7:18 (1:15:35) Ms. Hardie asked if there are structures where the rate is based on distance.
Mr. Jackson said that this is considered discriminatory within Town limits.

7:19 (1:16) Councilmember Worth spoke of the need for more information about meters
needed and costs, and of the timing of the implementation.

7:20(1:17:25) Curtis Lindner spoke about water conservation and our overflow, and said
that there has always been speculation about selling that water and there are entities out
there that have indicated interest in purchasing it. He added that, in Jerome, we work
together to conserve water when necessary, and he wants to keep that sense of
community.

7:23 (1:21) Councilmember Moore noted that the mining company at one fime wanted us
to use the water to revegetate the town in order to hold the soil in place. She also spoke of
the problem presented by places with only one meter but several users. They would have
to replumb the entire building, she said, in order to provide a meter for each user.

7:24(1:21:56) Margie Hardie asked a question about the budgetary shortfall that we need
to cover. Councilmember Worth directed her to look at Slide 12.

Council thanked Mr. Jackson. He urged Council to take their time with this decision and
said again that this will be a significant change, “and people don't like change.”

Ms. Worth then gave direction to staff to provide data on our meters, including where they
are currently located and how many meters are on a building.

Mayor Barber said that she would like to have this on the agenda for March.

Ms. Worth asked, if Council chooses to file a Notice of Intent, if it could be done during a
budget meeting. Ms. Gallagher recommended that if a Notice of Intent is to be adopted,
that it be done during a regular meeting. Mr. Jackson agreed.

1. ORGANIZATION AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Commissioners shall make unbiased, well-reasoned decisions and
recommendations to the Town Council on planning and zoning issues
based on commonly accepted land use principles, Town Codes, and the
health, comfort, convenience, safety and general welfare of the residents
of Jerome. -Commissioners are expected to study the agenda packet and
visit the case sites before each meeting and to educate themselves on
planning issues.

The Commission shall elect a Chair and Vice- Chair annually from among
the appointed members at its first meeting in March of each year. -The
election may be postponed by a majority vote of the members of the
Commission present.

a) The term of Chair and Vice- Chair shall be one (1) year. -Aay
memberservingNo individual may serve consecutively as Chair, or
consecutively as Vice- Chairshallbe-eligible, for re-election-more
than two one-year terms.

b) The Vice- Chair shall act as Chair in the Chair’s absence. -In the
absence of the Chair and Vice- Chair, the senior member, based
upon years of membership, shall act as Chair.

c) Any vacancy in the office of Chair or Vice- Chair shall be filled from
the Commission membership by majority vote of the Commission
members present at the next meeting. Any Chair or Vice- Chair so
elected shall serve for the remainder of the vacated term.

d) The Chair or Vice- Chair may be removed from office by a majority
vote of the full Commission.

The Chair shall preside at all meetings and hearings of the Commission,

decide all points of order and procedure, and perform any duties
required by law, ordinance, or these bylaws.

Special meetings may be held on
another date set by the Chair and Zoning Administrator.- Whenever a
legal holiday is the same day as a meeting, such meeting shall either be
cancelled or rescheduled.

Meetings of the Commission shall be open to the public, except for
executive sessions held pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-431.03. -The minutes of
the public proceedings shall be filed in the Planning Department as a
public record. -At the public hearing, upon being recognized by the Chair
and stating their name and the names of persons on whose behalf they
are appearing, any person may speak about the matter being considered.

The Commission may, by a single consent motion, approve any number
of applications where the Commission, staff, and applicant are in
agreement and where, after call and invitation by the Chair to do so, no
member of the Commission, staff, or public wishes to address any
particular item designated for consent action by the Commission.

Background and Summary: As part of the approved Zoning Administrator goals/work program, the

Council

identified Affordable/Workforce Housing as a top priority. Both ownership housing and rental

housing should be considered. Other jurisdictions have proposed a variety of tools to help increase the
supply of affordable and workforce housing. In no specific order, here is a list for Council discussion.
These are not recommendations, merely options for consideration.

Action:

Increased Density/Rezoning — identify locations that could be rezoned for duplexes and
apartments and consider rezoning areas currently zoned AR and R1-5 for to allow higher
densities.
Decrease Minimum Lot Size — decrease the minimum lot size to allow for lots splits. The
current minimum lot size in the R1-5 is 5,000 square feet and the minimum lot size in the AR
and R1-10 are 10,000 square feet.
Decrease Minimum Home Size — Decrease the minimum home size to allow for smaller, more
affordable homes. The current minimum home size is 850 square feet.
Tiny Homes — Develop provisions to allow “Tiny Homes” in the residential zoning districts.
Note that the definition of Tiny Home is typically considered to be under 400 square feet but
many of them are smaller. Some tiny homes are less than 100 square feet.
Mixed-Use — Encourage development of residential apartments above existing commercial.
This would likely need to include a reduction in the parking requirement.
Second Units (aka Mother in law units) — Allow second units to be constructed on lots large
enough to meet setback, parking and fire requirements.
Partner — Partner with entities like People’s Self Help Housing to help build ownership housing.
Incentives — Adopt incentives such as:

o Mortgage Buy Down Programs

o Reduced Permit, Connection, or Utility Fees

o Flexible Development Standards

o Streamlined Permitting Process
In-Lieu Fee — require new commercial and residential development to pay an in-lieu fee that
would be set aside for affordable housing.
Public Lots & Private Lots — Identify either publicly owned lots or privately-owned vacant lots
that could be purchased and used for affordable housing.
Hotel Jerome — Convert the upper floors of the Hotel Jerome into affordable housing.
Clarkdale/Jerome Valley Cemetery Site — Partner with a developer to convert the vacant
Jerome Valley Cemetery Site into a mix of affordable and market rate housing.
State Housing Trust Fund — Work with the State of Arizona Housing Trust Fund to help low
income families.

Attached please find the police activity reports for February 2020.

The February “Calls for Service” report contained no significant calls. There continues to be a significant
number of parking related calls due to the paid parking system enforcement activities..

We continue to work on the accreditation program for the police department.

To date, from October 14 through March 4, 2020, the parking system has brought in $78,318.80 through the
kiosks, plus an additional amount in cash, an average of about $500.00 per month) that has been paid by persons
who can’t, or do not wish to pay by card or coin. An additional amount of approximately $4,038.00 have been
paid in parking fines since the program’s inception I have been working with Flowbird to initiate some
programming language changes that will help the small number of “incomplete” transactions we see,
additionally, I had to fix a card reader issue on one of the kiosks and we are starting to see receipt paper changes
being required Flowbird has been great with warranty parts, they issue us an RMA, send us a new part, we send
the old one back. Our spare parts cache allows us to fix the issue with little down time.

In February I responded to an officer’s request for immediate assistance, which resulted in my involvement in
an officer involved shooting scene. The event was a tragic one that resulted in the heartbreaking death of a four
year old boy at the hands of his father, as well as the father’s death by police shooting. These people all had ties
to Jerome.

Officer Boan is still off on work related injury, we are making due but it places significant extra work on myself
and others.

To the Town Council

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, the
business-type activities, and each major fund of the Town of Jerome, Arizona, as of and for the
year ended June 30, 2019, and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively
comprise the Town’s basic financial statements as listed in the table of contents.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements
in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this
includes the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the
preparation and fair presentation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement,
whether due to fraud or error.

Auditor’s Responsibility

Our responsibility is to express opinions on these financial statements based on our audit. We
conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United
States of America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government
Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States. Those standards
require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the
financial statements are free from material misstatement.

Such information, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required by
the Governmental Accounting Standards Board, who considers it to be an essential part of
financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational,
economic, or historical context. We have applied certain limited procedures to the required

However, our audit was not directed primarily toward obtaining knowledge
of such noncompliance. Accordingly, had we performed additional procedures; other matters
may have come to our attention regarding the Town’s noncompliance with the authorized
transportation purposes referred to above, insofar as they relate to accounting matters.

NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies of the Town of Jerome, Arizona, conform to generally accepted
accounting principles applicable to governmental units adopted by the Governmental Accounting
Standards Board (GASB). A summary of the Town’s significant accounting policies are as
follows.

A. Reporting Entity

The Town is a general-purpose local government that is governed by a separately elected Town
Council. The accompanying financial statements present the activities of the Town (the primary
government).

B. Basis of Presentation

The basic financial statements include both government-wide statements and fund financial
statements. The government-wide statements focus on the Town as a whole, while the fund
statements focus on major funds. Each presentation provides valuable information that can be
analyzed and compared between years and between governments to enhance the information’s
usefulness.

Government-wide statements—Provide information about the primary government (the Town).
The statements include a statement of net position and a statement of activities. These statements
report the overall government’s financial activities, except for fiduciary activities. They also
distinguish between the Town’s governmental and business-type activities. Governmental
activities generally are financed through taxes and intergovernmental revenues. Business-type
activities are financed in whole or in part by fees charged to external parties.

A statement of activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and program revenues
for each function of the Town’s governmental activities and segment of its business-type
activities. Direct expenses are those that are specifically associated with a program or function
and, therefore, are clearly identifiable to a particular function. The Town does not allocate
indirect expenses to programs or functions. Program revenues include:

= charges to customers or applicants for goods, services, or privileges provided;
= operating grants and contributions; and
= capital grants and contributions, including special assessments.

Revenues that are not classified as program revenues, including internally dedicated resources
and all taxes the Town levies or imposes, are reported as general revenues.

Generally, the effect of interfund activity has been eliminated from the government-wide
financial statements to minimize the double-counting of internal activities. However, charges for
interfund services provided and used are not eliminated if the prices approximate their external
exchange values.

Fund financial statements—Provide information about the Town’s funds, including fiduciary
funds. Separate statements are presented for the governmental, proprietary, and fiduciary fund
categories. The emphasis of fund financial statements is on major governmental and enterprise
funds, each displayed in a separate column. All remaining governmental and enterprise funds are
aggregated and reported as nonmajor funds. Fiduciary funds are aggregated and reported by fund

type.

Proprietary fund revenues and expenses are classified as either operating or nonoperating.
Operating revenues and expenses generally result from transactions associated with the fund’s
principal activity. Accordingly, revenues, such as user charges and insurance premiums, in which
each party receives and gives up essentially equal values are operating revenues. Other revenues,
such as subsidies, result from transactions in which the parties do not exchange equal values and
are considered nonoperating revenues along with investment earnings and revenues ancillary
activities generate. Operating expenses include the cost of services, administrative expenses, and
depreciation on capital assets. Other expenses, such as interest expense, are considered
nonoperating expenses.

The Town reports the following major governmental funds:

The General Fund is the Town’s primary operating fund. It accounts for all financial resources
of the general government, except those required to be accounted for in another fund.

The HURF Fund accounts for specific revenue received from the State of Arizona Highway
User Revenue Fund which is legally restricted to expenditures for specified purposes.

The Grants Fund accounts for financial resources received from various entities. Restrictions on
the use of these resources are derived from the agreements from which the resources were
provided.

The Town reports the following major enterprise fund:

The Utilities Fund accounts for operations of the Town-owned water, sewer, and sanitation, that
are financed and operated in a manner similar to private business enterprises, in which the intent
of the Town Council is that the costs (expenses, including depreciation) of providing goods or
services to the general public on a continuing basis be financed or recovered primarily through
user charges; or for which the Town Council has decided that periodic determination of revenue
earned, expenses incurred, or net income is appropriate for capital maintenance, public policy,
management control, accountability, or other purposes.

The Town reports the following fund types:

The Pension Trust Fund accounts for the Town’s Volunteer Firefighter’s Relief and Pension
Fund, a defined contribution plan for which the assets are held by the Town in a trustee capacity.

C. Basis of Accounting

The government-wide, proprietary fund, and fiduciary fund financial statements are presented
using the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues
are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded at the time liabilities are incurred,
regardless of when the related cash flows take place. Property taxes are recognized as revenue in
the year for which they are levied. Grants and donations are recognized as revenue as soon as all
eligibility requirements the provider imposed have been met.

Under the terms of grant agreements, the Town funds certain programs by a combination of
grants and general revenues. Therefore, when program expenses are incurred, there are both
restricted and unrestricted resources available to finance the program. The Town applies grant
resources to such programs before using general revenues.

Governmental funds in the fund financial statements are reported using the current financial
resources measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. Under this method,
revenues are recognized when they become both measurable and available. The Town considers
all revenues reported in the governmental funds to be available if the revenues are collected
within 60 days after year-end. The Town’s major revenue sources that are susceptible to accrual
are property taxes, special assessments, intergovernmental, charges for services, and investment
earnings. Expenditures are recorded when the related fund liability is incurred, except for
principal and interest on general long-term debt, claims and judgments, compensated absences,
landfill closure and post closure care costs, and pollution remediation obligations, which are
recognized as expenditures to the extent they are due and payable. General capital asset
acquisitions are reported as expenditures in governmental funds. Issuances of general long-term
debt and acquisitions under capital lease agreements are reported as other financing sources.

D. Cash and Investments

For the statement of cash flows, the Town’s cash and cash equivalents are considered to be cash
on hand, demand deposits, investments in the State Treasurer’s local government investment
pool, and only those highly liquid investments with a maturity of three months or less when
purchased.

E. Property Tax Calendar
Property taxes are recognized as revenue in the fiscal year they are levied and collected or if they
are collected within 60 days subsequent to fiscal year-end. Property taxes not collected within 60

days subsequent to fiscal year-end are reported as unavailable revenue. Property taxes collected
in advance of the fiscal year for which they are levied are reported as unearned revenue.

The Town levies real property taxes on or before the third Monday in August that become due
and payable in two equal installments. The first installment is due on the first day of October and
becomes delinquent after the first business day of November. The second installment is due on
the first day of March of the next year and becomes delinquent after the first business day of
May.

A lien assessed against real and personal property attaches on the first day of January preceding
assessment and levy.

F. Allowance for Uncollectible Accounts

Allowances for uncollectible accounts receivable in the General and Ultilities Funds are estimated
by the Town. The amount recorded as uncollectible at June 30, 2019 totaled $0 and $15,000
respectively.

G. Inventories

The Town accounts for its inventories in the governmental funds using the consumption method.
Inventories of the governmental funds consist of expendable supplies held for consumption and
are recorded as expenditures at the time of consumption.

These inventories are stated at cost using the first-in, first-out (FIFO) method of valuation.

H. Capital Assets

Capital assets are reported at actual cost (or estimated historical cost if historical records are not
available). Donated assets are reported at acquisition value.

Capitalization thresholds (the dollar values above which asset acquisitions are added to the
capital asset accounts), depreciation methods, and estimated useful lives of capital assets are as
follows:

1. Investment Income

Investment income is composed of interest, dividends, and net changes in the fair value of
applicable investments.

J. Compensated Absences

Compensated absences consist of PTO leave earned by employees based on services already
rendered. There is no limit as to the number of hours employees may accumulate; however, any
hours earned and unused in excess of 480 at the end of the calendar year is paid out to the
employees at 60%. Upon termination of employment, only 60% of accrued PTO, up to a
maximum of 180 hours, is paid to employees.

Accordingly, an estimate for PTO benefits has been accrued as a liability in the financial
statements.

K. Deferred Outflows/Inflows of Resources

The statement of net position and balance sheet include separate sections for deferred outflows of
resources and deferred inflows of resources. Deferred outflows of resources represent a
consumption of net position that applies to future periods that will be recognized as an expense
or expenditure in future periods. Deferred inflows of resources represent an acquisition of net
position or fund balance that applies to future periods and will be recognized as a revenue in
future periods.

L. Fund Balance Reporting

The governmental funds’ fund balances are reported separately within classifications based on a
hierarchy of the constraints placed on those resources’ use. The classifications are based on the
relative strength of the constraints that control how the specific amounts can be spent. The
classifications are nonspendable, restricted, and unrestricted, which includes committed,
assigned, and unassigned fund balance classifications.

The nonspendable fund balance classification includes amounts that cannot be spent because
they are either not in spendable form, such as inventories, or are legally or contractually required
to be maintained intact. Restricted fund balances are those that have externally imposed
restrictions on their usage by creditors (such as through debt covenants), grantors, contributors,
or laws and regulations.

The unrestricted fund balance category is composed of committed, assigned, and unassigned
resources.

Committed fund balances are self-imposed limitations that the Town Council has approved,
which is the highest level of decision-making authority within the Town. Only the Town Council
can remove or change the constraints placed on committed fund balances.

Assigned fund balances are resources constrained by the Town’s intent to be used for specific
purposes, but that are neither restricted nor committed. The Town Council has authorized the
Town manager to assign resources for a specific purpose.

The unassigned fund balance is the residual classification for the General Fund and includes all
spendable amounts not reported in the other classifications. Also, deficits in fund balances of the
other governmental funds are reported as unassigned.

When an expenditure is incurred that can be paid from either restricted or unrestricted fund
balances, it is the Town’s policy to use (the Town will use) restricted fund balance first. It is the
Town’s policy to use (the Town will use) committed amounts first when disbursing unrestricted
fund balances, followed by assigned amounts, and lastly unassigned amounts.

M. Pensions and Other Postemployment Benefits

For purposes of measuring the net pension and other postemployment benefits (OPEB) assets
and liabilities, deferred outflows of resources and deferred inflows of resources related to
pensions and OPEB, and pension and OPEB expense, information about the plans’ fiduciary net
position and additions to/deductions from the plans’ fiduciary net position have been determined
on the same basis as they are reported by the plans. For this purpose, benefit payments (including
refunds of employee contributions) are recognized when due and payable in accordance with the
benefit terms. Investments are reported at fair value.

NOTE 2 - DEPOSITS AND INVESTMENTS

Arizona Revised Statutes (A.R.S.) authorize the Town to invest public monies in the State
Treasurer’s investment pool; obligations issued or guaranteed by the United States or any of the
senior debt of its agencies, sponsored agencies, corporations, sponsored corporations, or
instrumentalities; specified state and local government bonds, notes, and other evidences of
indebtedness; interest-earning investments such as savings accounts, certificates of deposit, and
repurchase agreements in eligible depositories; specified commercial paper issued by
corporations organized and doing business in the United States; specified bonds, debentures,
notes, and other evidences of indebtedness that are denominated in United States dollars; and
certain open-end and closed-end mutual funds, including exchange traded funds. In addition, the
Town Treasurer may invest trust funds in certain fixed income securities of corporations doing
business in the United States or District of Columbia.

Credit risk

Statutes have the following requirements for credit risk:

1. Commercial paper must be of prime quality and be rated within the top two ratings by a
nationally recognized rating agency.

2. Bonds, debentures, notes, and other evidences of indebtedness that are denominated in
United States dollars must be rated “A” or better at the time of purchase by at least two
nationally recognized rating agencies.

3. Fixed income securities must carry one of the two highest ratings by Moody’s investor’s
service and Standard and Poor’s rating service. If only one of the above-mentioned services
rates the security, it must carry the highest rating of that service.

Custodial credit risk
Statutes require collateral for deposits at 102 percent of all deposits federal depository insurance
does not cover.

Concentration of credit risk
Statutes do not include any requirements for concentration of credit risk.

Interest rate risk
Statutes require that public monies invested in securities and deposits have a maximum maturity
of 5 years. The maximum maturity for investments in repurchase agreements is 180 days.

Foreign currency risk
Statutes do not allow foreign investments unless the investment is denominated in United States
dollars.

The Town’s investment policy states that the Town will conform with Arizona Revised Statutes.
The Town does not have a formal investment policy with respect to custodial credit risk,
concentration of credit risk, or foreign currency risk.

Deposits—At June 30, 2019, the carrying amount of the Town’s total cash in bank was
$1,033,229 and the bank balances were $1,108,242. Of the bank balances, $504,005 was covered
by federal depository insurance or similar insurance. The remainder was covered by collateral
held by the pledging financial institution in the Town’s name.

Investments—The Town reported investments in the State Treasurer’s Investment Pool 5 with a
reported amount of $1,672. The Standard and Poor’s credit quality rating of the pool is AAA.

The Town’s Pension Trust Fund had investments in mutual funds of $129,085 at June 30, 2019,
categorized within the fair value hierarchy established by generally accepted accounting
principles as Level 1. Investments categorized as Level 1 are valued using prices quoted in active
markets for those investments.

Investments in the State Treasurer’s investment pools are valued at the pool’s share price
multiplied by the number of shares the Town held. The fair value of a participant’s position in
the pools approximates the value of that participant’s pool shares. The State Board of Investment
provides oversight for the State Treasurer’s investment pools.

Restricted cash and cash equivalents on the Statement of Net Position consists of cash restricted
for debt service and customer deposits.

The Town has pledged future sewer customer revenues, net of specified operating expenses, to
repay $148,446 million in sewer revenue bonds issued in June 2001. Proceeds from the bonds
provided funds to renovate, improve, better and extend the sewer system of the Town. The bonds
are payable solely from sewer customer net revenues and are payable through 2030. The total
principal and interest remaining to be paid on the bonds is $191,209. Principal and interest paid
for the current year and total customer net revenues were $18,768 and $19,372, respectively.

Capital leases—The Town has acquired vehicles and equipment under the provisions of long-

term lease agreements classified as a capital leases for accounting purposes because they provide
for a bargain purchase option or a transfer of ownership by the end of the lease terms.

The Town is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to, and destruction
of assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; and natural disasters. The Town carries
commercial insurance for all such risks of loss, including workers’ compensation and
employees’ health and accident insurance. Settled claims resulting from these risks have not
exceeded commercial insurance coverage in any of the past three fiscal years.

The Town participates in two separate retirement plans.

For nonpublic safety employees, the Town contributes five percent of the employees’ covered
payroll to a defined contribution plan. Employees may contribute to the plan; however, they are
not required to make any contributions the plan. For the year ended June 30, 2019, the Town

contributed a total $45,426 on behalf of employees to the plan.

For public safety employees, the Town contributes to the Public Safety Personnel Retirement
System (PSPRS). PSPRS is a component unit of the State of Arizona.

The Town reported $30,311 of pension expenditures in the governmental funds related to all
pension plans to which it contributes.

Plan Description — Town police employees participate in the Public Safety Personnel
Retirement System (PSPRS) or employees who became members on or after July 1, 2017, may
participate in the Public Safety Personnel Defined Contribution Retirement Plan (PSPDCRP).
The PSPRS administers agent and cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit pension plans
and agent and cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit health insurance premium benefit
(OPEB) plans. A nine-member board known as the Board of Trustees and the participating local
boards govern the PSPRS according to the provisions of A.R.S. Title 38, Chapter 5, Article 4.
Employees who were PSPRS members before July 1, 2017, participate in the agent plans, and
those who became PSPRS members on or after July 1, 2017, participate in the cost-sharing plans
(PSPRS Tier 3 Risk Pool) which are not further disclosed because of their relative insignificance
to the Town’s financial statements.

The PSPRS issue publicly available financial reports that include their financial statements and
required supplementary information. The reports are available on the PSPRS Web site at
WWW.pSprs.com.

Benefits Provided — The PSPRS provide retirement, health insurance premium supplement,
disability, and survivor benefits.

Discount Rates — At June 30, 2018, the discount rate used to measure the PSPRS total
pension/OPEB liability was 7.4 percent, which was the same as the discount rate used as of
June 30, 2017. The projection of cash flows used to determine the discount rate assumed that
plan member contributions will be made at the current contribution rate and that employer
contributions will be made at rates equal to the difference between the actuarially determined
contribution rate and the member rate. Based on those assumptions, the plans’ fiduciary net
position was projected to be available to make all projected future benefit payments of current
plan members. Therefore, the long-term expected rate of return on plan investments was applied
to all periods of projected benefit payments to determine the total pension/OPEB liability.

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NOTE 1 - BUDGETING AND BUDGETARY CONTROL

Arizona Revised Statutes (A.R.S.) requires the Town to prepare and adopt a balanced budget
annually for each governmental fund. The Town Council must approve such operating budgets
on or before the third Monday in July to allow sufficient time for the legal announcements and
hearings required for the adoption of the property tax levy on the third Monday in August.
A.R.S. prohibits expenditures or liabilities in excess of the amounts budgeted.

Expenditures may not legally exceed appropriations at the department level. In certain instances,
transfers of appropriations between departments or from the contingency account to a department
may be made upon the Town Council’s approval. With the exception of the General Fund, each
fund includes only one department.

NOTE 2 - BUDGETARY BASIS OF ACCOUNTING

The Town’s budget is prepared on a basis consistent with generally accepted accounting
principles.

NOTE 2 - FACTORS THAT AFFECT TRENDS

Arizona courts have ruled that provisions of a 2011 law that changed the mechanism for funding
permanent pension benefit increases and increased employee pension contribution rates were
unconstitutional or a breach of contract because those provisions apply to individuals who were
members as of the law’s effective date. As a result, the PSPRS changed benefit terms to reflect
the prior mechanism for funding permanent benefit increases for those members and revised
actuarial assumptions to explicitly value future permanent benefit increases. PSPRS also reduced
those members’ employee contribution rates. These changes are reflected in the plans’ pension
liabilities for fiscal year 2015 (measurement date 2014) for members who were retired as of the
law’s effective date and fiscal year 2018 (measurement date 2017) for members who retired or
will retire after the law’s effective date.

These changes also increased the PSPRS-required pension contributions beginning in fiscal year
2016 for members who were retired as of the law’s effective date. These changes increased the
PSPRS-required contributions beginning in fiscal year 2019 for members who retired or will
retire after the law’s effective date. Also, the Town refunded excess employee contributions to
PSPRS members. PSPRS allowed the Town to reduce its actual employer contributions for the
refund amounts. As a result, the Town’s pension contributions were less than the actuarially or
statutorily determined contributions for 2018 and 2019.

MEETING DATE: March 10, 2020

On January 14, 2020, following solicitation of proposals for engineering services for our wastewater
treatment plant, Council authorized negotiations with PACE Engineering for the work. The work is needed
in order to find a solution that will allow us to meet ADEQ permit limits for copper and ammonia.

PACE has submitted their proposal, which is quite comprehensive. It includes a fixed fee of $69,300 plus
reimbursable expenses of $3,000, for a total sum of $72,300. This represents “Phase One” of the
engineering. The second phase, if necessary, will encompass design of the actual improvements determined
by the first phase to be needed. However, there is a slight possibility that the “pilot project” included in
Phase One may be successful, in which case it may not be necessary to go further.

There is $30,000 available to us in USDA “Search Grant” funding that can be used toward these expenses,
and | am currently working to secure that. That will leave about $45,000 to be provided through the
budgets (this year’s and next) toward this phase of the engineering work. The second phase, if needed, will
require additional funding (to be determined).

In the FY20 budget, Council included funds for improvements on Center, Hull and School Street, to include
water, sewer, drainage and road work.

Council is poised at this meeting to apply for CDBG SSP funding for the work on Center Street. This is a
competitive grant that requires all engineering, as well as an environmental assessment, to be complete at
the time of the application (due in mid-June). This timeline is very tight, and our engineer, Southwest
Environmental Consultants, has informed me that they will be able to have the work completed prior to the
application deadline.

Their proposal is attached, with an estimated total of $58,252. This is not a fixed-fee proposal, but will be
based on time expended at the rates shown.

| have reviewed our FY20 budget, and adequate funds are available for this in our water, sewer and HURF
budgets. Although engineering costs in those budgets were underestimated, the budgets include the
infrastructure repairs on Center, Hull and School Street. Center Street improvements will either be covered
by the CDBG SSP grant, if successful, or included in a future year’s budget, so those FY20 funds can go
toward the engineering that is needed now.

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I'm sending this to you as this thing seems to grow like a monster. Here
are some facts:

Let me make sure everybody understands that over-sized trucks have been
a routine occurrence for the 20 years | have been here, and, the total
number of trucks violating the law has decreased on average in the last
decade. There have been years where we had a lot of over-sized truck
come through, in 2006 there were 167 for the year, and years when they
were down, in 2015 there were only 52 for the year. Typically the winter
months see the greatest numbers due to 117 or 140 closures and the
drivers trying to find a way around them.

Here are year to date (Jan 1 through April 12) numbers with (annual
totals) for the given year.

2019 YTD 26

2018 YTD 15 Annual Total (75),
2017 YTD 18 Annual Total (64),
2016 YTD 23 Annual Total (65),

2015 YTD 10 Annual Total (52),

But when you go back farther:

In 2003 YTD was 30 Annual Total was 115,
in 2004 YTD was 35 Annual Total was 95,

in 2005 YTD was 29 Annual Total was 126,
in 2006 YTD was 43 Annual total was 167,

in 2007 YTD was 30 Annual Total was 107

This year has had two “high profile” incidents that were news worthy



and awakened some people to think there is a growing trend, there
is not, strict enforcement has actually significantly reduced the
numbers through the years. We have had gasoline tankers come
through in the past, hazardous chemical tankers, LP Tankers,
explosives, and I'm sure I’'m missing some. Remember, it is the
driver’s responsibility to obey the traffic laws and from my
experience here, there are a number of them that should not be
driving a truck. Can we do anything further? | do believe that adding
some additional language to the current signs may further reduce
the numbers, and would cost very little. We could request additional
signage from ADOT that says something to the effect of: “Strictly
Enforced” “Fines of up to $750.00”, with maybe some solar flashing
lights. | personally believe that this holds the most promise for
gaining additional compliance. While over 85% of the trucks we stop
do see the signs, they just give us excuses such as “My GPS told me
to that way” or “l didn’t see a place to turn around” or even “It
didn’t look that bad”. It might help the 15% that don’t “admit” to
seeing the signs, although | have my doubts.

On the issue of reducing the length of the vehicles that travel up the
mountain, | would not recommend such reductions. Currently with the
volume of delivery trucks and busses, we would have a very negative
impact on them without any real improvements to safety. | am not aware
of anything more than a “fender bender” ever having come out of those
40" to 50’ vehicles.
